- Areas of fierce fighting
wee Front line. Dec. 1941

e U.S. claimed neutrality

* FD Roosevelt wanted to aid Britain in the war
effort

Summer 1941 Germany invades Soviet Union

e December 7, 1941 Japan attacks Pearl Harbor

Spring 1942—Japanese were masters of South

June 1942—Battie of Midway—U.S. defeated
Japan
